South Battery Park City Resiliency Project 

 
Starting Sunday, March 24, night work will be performed along Battery Place in Lower 

Manhattan. This work is expected to continue through Summer 2024. As a result, travel 
lanes along Battery Place, between Little West Street and Washington Street, as 

depicted below, may be reduced to one lane in each direction (non-simultaneously) 
from 9PM to 5:30AM.
